 EVERYDAY EXPORTS IN ACTION

WHEN:   Monday, December 29, 2008 through Sunday, January 4, 2009     

WHERE:  Jinotepe and Managua, Nicaragua.  We will be partnering with Arms of Love (part 
of Vineyard USA) and the La Rocha church in Jinotepe.   

WHAT:    With Arms of Love we will be at a 20-acre property in Jinotepe where the 35 girls 
and boys are 4-18.  The homes are closely affiliated with the La Vina in Managua.  Spanish is 
the official language, but translators are provided.  The children are in school from 7:00 a.m. 
until 1:00 p.m.  We plan to be housed on the property in Jinotepe. We plan to participate in 
church and street ministry as well as in community outreach.  A variety of activities with the 
children are planned in addition to handing out water at the dump and ministering to the children 
there.  There will be several opportunities for Servant Evangelism especially given that we are 
going the week after Christmas.  

HOW:    We will fly. Transportation once we arrive in Nicaragua will be vans/ buses.  

COST:   The cost is $1599.  We have reserved 20 seats on an American flight.  We will need to 
have the money in for airfare by November 2(ABSOLUTE DEADLINE).  The payment due date 
schedule is as follows:   

Application + $600.00 due September 10, 2008 

              $300.00 due October 5, 2008 

              $300.00 due November 2, 2008 

              $399.00 due December 1, 2008 

We MUST have the total for airfare by November 2, 2008 or we can’t put your name on a seat. 
There is limited seating available.  Please keep in mind that seats are on a first come, first serve 
basis.  The above is all tax deductible if made out to the church (Vineyard) and placed in an 
envelope marked Everyday Exports Attn:  Suzanne Barslund 1201 Riverside Ave. Fort Collins, 
Colo 80524 with 1208 Nic. in the memo line.  It is important that payments be made by check 
and not cash.  It is also important that the above be included in any support letters you send out 
so that you receive proper credit.  Sample support letters will be provided in the Everyday 
Exports packet. 

WHY:    We want to partner with Arms of Love and the La Rocha Church in Jinotepe and make a 
difference for the Kingdom by reaching out to the children and to the poor and the under-resourced 
in this region.  We want to serve the church plant down in Jinotepe.
